has unveiled a Professional Development Program as a requirement to maintain instruction and coaching 

certification. Below is a description of what is needed and how they are achieved. 

  

 (Competition Introduction) – 20 points over 5 years 

 (Instructor Beginner) – 10 points over 5 years 

  

 Activity Points Earned 

NCCP Training or Evaluation Event 5 points 

Non-NCCP Event 1 point per hour up to maximum 3 points 

Active Coaching 1 point per year 

Self-directed Learning Maximum of 3 points per PD cycle
